
Edith Carter Hart
August 23, 1919 - November 17, 2008

Edith Carter Hart departed this life November 17, 2008 at the age of 89 years,
2 months, and 26 days. She was born in Saltillo, Hardin County, TN, August
23, 1919 to Charles Edgar and Rosella Brooks Carter, the 8th of 9 children, all
who have preceded her in death – 5 brothers-Tom, Frank, John, Rabe, and
Charles, and 3 sisters-Vergie, Laura, and Pauline. 
Edith graduated from Saltillo High School in 1937 as Salutatorian of her class.
After high school, she helped her parents on the farm while her brothers were
in service during WWII. 
She married Collas Jacob Hart on June 22, 1946 in Corinth, MS. They made
their home near Sardis and Collas farmed the Hart family farm near Reagan.
They had 3 children, Marsha, Judith, and James. In January 1964, they
moved to their new house on the Hart Family Farm. 
Both she and Collas were baptized in August 1951 in the TN River at Saltillo
by Bro. L. N. Moody and were faithful members of the Sardis Church of Christ
until their health prohibited them from attending. 
In addition to her parents and her 8 siblings, Collas passed away June 20,
1998, 2 days before their 52nd wedding anniversary. 
Surviors are: 2 Daughters, Marsha Hart Goff and husband, Eddie of
Lexington, Judith Hart Willis and husband, Tommy of Reagan, and 1 son,
James Carter Hart and wife Danita of Little Rock, AR. 5 grandchildren,
