In 1994 and
continuing through 2003 he served as Superintendent of Schools for
Henderson County, again touching students and families throughout the
County. After serving in this role he left the field of education for nine years
and worked as a certified electrician with his son, Derek. Jimmy was never
idle and again joined the school system and served in a number of capacities,
his latest being the construction manager of the baseball complex that is now
nearing completion. For his years of dedication to Lexington High School, he
was a recent recipient of the “Wall of Fame” honor at the school. The church



played an important role in his life as well, as he was a member, deacon and
mission team member of the Sand Ridge Baptist Church. Jimmy had many
passions; education, church and of course, his family. Whether he was
attending their ball games, watching their special events or with them at the
river, family was important.

He is survived by his childhood sweetheart and wife of forty-eight years,
Debra Melton Fesmire and their three children: Janna Beth (Bart) Shaull,
Derek (Tiffany) Fesmire and Landon (Christina) Fesmire; six grandchildren:
Jacob and Madelyn Fesmire, Carter and Cooper Shaull and Matthew and Alex
Fesmire; two brothers: David and Tony Fesmire and his mother-in-law, Mrs.
Sue Melton and preceded in death by her late husband, “Doc”.
